The primary purpose of this position is to support management of the project and ongoing training
within the Assessment Team in collaboration with the Assessment Coordinator. The Lead
Assessment Specialist will:

e Provide assessments/observations using selected versions of the Environment Rating Scales
(ERS) and Classroom Assessment Scoring System (CLASS) assessment tools for early
learning programs.

e Become reliable at the Anchor level in selected tools and provide reliability assessments/TA
within the Assessment Team as needed.

e Conduct and score assessments/observations, write reports, and review reports and provide
feedback as needed.

e Help plan, develop, and provide professional learning and technical assistance (TA) to early
learning professionals in Oregon.

e Support with project management, including development and revision of processes, systems,
and associated documents.

The Lead Assessment Specialist will be assigned a primary service area but will also be expected to
travel statewide to conduct assessments and provide professional learning/TA. This position requires
frequent in-state travel, occasional out of state travel, and semi-frequent night and weekend work.

e Bilingual staff may be asked to use both languages across all duties and activities as needed.
They will provide translation and interpretation as needed for this position.
